□ Affordable housing projects that satisfy the following: 

(a) Each unit is made available to own or rent to families with incomes of 80 percent or less of the area median income 

as determined by the Oregon Housing Stability Council based on information from the United States Department of 

Housing and  Urban Development; or  

(b) At least half of the units are made available to own or rent to families with incomes of 60 percent or less of the area 

median income as determined by the Oregon  Housing Stability Council based on information from the United 

States Department of Housing and Urban Development. 

(c) Affordability under either of the above metrics is enforceable, including as described in ORS 456.270 to 456.295 

(Housing), for a duration of no less than 30 years.
