1995 — June 1995 — Interviews with Newport Stakeholders conducted with 26 individuals
regarding transportation needs in Newport. See attached Newport Stakeholder
Interview Summary.

1995 — June 26, 1995 — Newport Transportation Systems Plan Open House hosted by the
Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT) and the City of Newport at the
Newport Middle School. Thirty-one people attended the meeting. Top issue
identified - Provide parallel route to Highway 101 for local traffic. Advertised in
water bill and in media. Open House Meeting Summary attached.

1995 — Newport Transportation Plan Public Opinion Survey (copy attached) distributed
with water bills over a four-week period June/July 1995. 583 responses received.
Summary of responses (copy attached) compiled in September 2005. Congestion
on Highway 101, need for public transit, and a desire for alternate routes/bypasses
for locals at the top of the list of compiled responses.

1995 — Transportation System Plan Technical Advisory Committee consisting of city,
state, TSP consultant and other governmental entities begins meeting. Five
meetings held in 1995 and 1996.

1995 — Newport Transportation Systems Plan (TSP) Sounding Board formed of citizens
in October 1995 to provide input on the TSP development process — Members
consist of Richard Beemer, Alan Brown, Will Emery, Mark Estes, Tom F ranklin,
Lee Lutz, Dick Murry, Janis Neigebauer, Don Newman, and Jean Rowley.
Several meetings in late 1995 and early 1996 were held with Sounding Board.

1996 — January 11, 1996 — Newport Transportation Plan Open House hosted by ODOT
and the City of Newport held from 5:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. (with short
presentations at 5:30 p.m. and 6:30 p.m.) at the Newport Performing Arts Center
to gather public feedback on draft transportation alternatives. Refreshments and
"kids corner" provided. Advertised in an insert with water bills and in media,
including News-Times summary on January 5, 1996 (copy attached). Copy of
open house flyer also attached.

1996 — June 26, 1996 — Newport Transportation Plan Open House held at the Newport
Performing Arts Center from 5:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. to gather public feedback on
three levels of proposed transportation alternatives. Refreshments provided and
children welcomed. Advertised with a direct mailer to 6,000 households and in
media, including front page article in News-Times on June 21, 1996 (copy
attached). Summary of responses from open house attached.

1997 - 1998 — Review of Transportation System Plan draft (Newport File No. 5-CP-97)



by Planning Commission at meetings on October 14, 1997, October 27, 1997,
November 10, 1997, and April 27, 1998. Newport News-Times article of October
27,1997, (incorrectly identified as 1998 on the attached copy) attached. The
article contains prominent discussion on the "north-south Harney Street alternate
route, which will eventually connect Highway 20 with Northeast 73" Street."

1998 — Public hearing at City Council held on August 17, 1998. The minutes reflect that
no one appeared to provide public comment on the draft Transportation System
Plan (Newport File No. 5-CP-97) at that August 17" meeting. No action taken on
item and the item was continued until October 19, 1998. Minutes for October 19,
1998, Council meeting do not contain a specific heading listed for this item.
However, the October 19, 1998, meeting contained public input (including the
submission of a petition with 254 signatures as reflected in the comments by
Mildred Scott who helped circulate the petition) from a number of citizens
regarding the need for a traffic signal at NE 52" Street (which was an item
identified in the draft Transportation System Plan).

1998 — Joint City Council / Planning Commission work session held on September 28,
1998, to discuss draft Transportation System Plan.

1998 — City Council considers draft Transportation Plan under unfinished business at
November 16, 1998, meeting and votes to instruct staff to prepare on ordinance to
adopt plan.

1998/1999 — City Council adopts Ordinance No. 1802 (amending the Newport
Comprehensive Plan and adopting the draft TSP as amended into the
Comprehensive Plan) by first reading at the December 7, 1998, Council meeting
and by second reading at the January 4, 1999, City Council meeting.



Newporr Stakeholder Interview Summary

Introducrion:

During the month of June 1995, the City of Newport and Jeanne Lawson Associates
conducted a series of stakeholder interviews to identify key issues, values and perceptions that
need to be considered during the Newport Transportation Systems planning process. A total
of 26 interviews were conducted. The stakeholders included: Neighborhood Steering
Committee Chairs, business, tourism and development interests, government agencies,
environmental and civic advocates, as well as other interests (see List of Stakeholders
Interviewed).

The interview questions regarded issues, visions, opportunities and constraints that may arise
out of this planning process (refer to Interview Questions).

Observarions: .

Overall, the interviewees support improvements to the transportation system in the Newport
area. Although the stakeholders identified a range of solutions to address existing and future
transportation problems, the majority agreed that failing to improve the area’s system will
increase traffic congestion. The following is a list of observations identified in the
interviews. These observations are not listed in priority.

Improve traffic flow through and within Newport.

A number of interests highlighted an alternative route to 101 as essential to improve traffic
flow. Some stakeholders suggested roads specifically for local traffic use, while others
suggested building through-traffic routes. As part of improving north/south traffic flow,
building a new bridge across the bay was recommended with some interviewees viewing the
existing bridge as an "obstacle."

Develop an integrated transportation System.

Developing an integrated transportation system was viewed as a solution to reduce auto-
reliance as well as serve those unable to drive. Stakeholders mentioned that such a system
could include some if not all of the following travel modes: light rail, air service, inter- and
intra-city travel, bike and pedestrian facilities. Improving air service was highlighted by
stakeholders as essential in improving connections to other areas in Oregon and abroad.

Improve Highway 101 and Highway 20 with safety and capacity improvements.

With hindered traffic flow as an issue for stakeholders, some recommend solutions specific to
those corridors, such as access management, highway widening, reducing or eliminating
parking along 101, and timing traffic signals. The number of accidents and near-accidents
along Highway 20 prompted some interests to recommend safety improvements.

A lack of transportation improvements will mean congestion.

Jeanne Lawson Associates Newport Stakeholder Interviews



As mentioned earlier, this concern was most frequently expressed by the stakeholders. Some
believe that extended travel time and gridlock will lead to a decrease in economic growth.
Others focused on the increasing level of frustration of area residents. Emergency response
time was another factor to be impacted with continued traffic congestion.

Use an open process to develop the TSP.

Stakeholders urged that this study be inclusive in its planning process and to work hand in
hand with the communities. Several interests regard ODOT as an agency known to develop
solutions internally with no community input. Engaging the Newport community in
discussions and coordinating this effort with other coastal projects and existing plans are seen
as vital in developing an workable plan.

Identifying funding may be a challenge.

Although only expressed by a handful of stakeholders, funding was identified as the issue to
be focused on early the study. While one stakeholder mentioned that "money is and will be
the problem, " another explained their frustration with state funds allocated to more
metropolitan areas.

Newport Transportation Systems Plan
Open House Meeting Summary
June 26, 1995

The Oregon Department of Transportation and the City of Newport held an open house/workshop
regarding the Newport Transportation System Plan on June 26, 1995, at the Newport Middle
School. The purpose of this meeting was to obtain input about what issues and problems need
to be addressed in the Plan. Thirty-one people attended the meeting.

The Study Team at this open house included: John deTar, ODOT; Peter Idema, ODOT; Michael
Shoberg, City of Newport; Glen Fromm, Parsons Brinckerhoff; Caesar Singh, Parsons
Brinckerhoff; Paula Calvin, Parsons Brinckerhoff; and Jeanne Lawson, Jeanne Lawson
Associates.

The open house portion of the meeting provided background on what a Transportation System
Plan is and why such a plan is needed for the greater Newport area. Staff was available to
answer questions and issues were posted for participants to review and add.

Prior to the workshop, participants were given four dots and asked to post their dots next to the
listed issues that were most important. Each color dot represented a number, with the highest
number signifying the most important issue. Those numbers have been compiled, and for the
purposes of this document, are listed highest in priority.

Top Five Issues:

. Provide parallel route to Highway 101 for local traffic -- 58
Improve connection to the valley -- 26

Improve local circulation -- 24

Provide more and safer pedestrian and bikeways -- 24

Plan for realistic funding -- 24

Overall there were a number of consistent messages detailed in the maps. Those messages are
as follows:

® Improve/change traffic flow in the downtown Newport area, with solutions such as: a
couplet; improvements along the Eads Street area; and improvements at the 101 and 20
intersection. ‘

] Alternative transportation options (including bus, commuter air, and footpaths) were

suggested in various areas of Newport to serve both residents and tourists.

At the end of the meeting, participants filled out an Individual Response Form to express any
additional thoughts or concerns regarding this effort. The following are comments from these
forms.

Additional concerns:

L4 I really appreciate the opportunity to be heard! Everyone in charge is truly helpful -- no
idea is down played. I'm hearing so often that the Yaquina Bay Bridge is the ONLY life
line to the south. Why can’t the South Bay Road be punched through? It is so nearly
through now (it ends at the Oyster Farm). Then we could go south by traveling the Bay
Road via Toledo.

¢ We need a second route Toledo Butte Bridge: 1,000 line access [sic] to 101 by the
airport; Plan 101 to be 2 - 6 miles inland on as much public land as possible with a light

rail accommodation; you will not stop the present 101 from sliding.

¢ [ learned a lot as a new resident.



Wasteful, redundant subsidized transportation with little ridership is putting pressure on
a struggling cab company which could provide for all transportation needs, possibly with
vouchers or cost sharing program. If public transportation (operating at risk of losing
federal funding) drives the cab company out of business, we have a big problem.

Suggestions on public input opportunities:

I’m sincerely impressed with the concern of all the presenters this evening. They all
seem to really care about our safety here in Newport. You have displayed a great deal
of PR in sending these folks to us to listen to our safety problems.

We need more input from the business community.

To avoid the public’s negative take on "access management" as it pertains to commerce,

you should get more input and involvement from the business community.

As many as you can squeeze in.

Letters from the community:

¢

33rd Place Drive is the only entrance and exit to our condo. 33rd Place Drive has a
blind curve right next to it. Most people turn left or want to because that is the way 1nto
town. If a speed bump was placed about 50 feet away from 33rd Place Drive in the
curve, it would help to prevent any accidents. We believe in prevention.

Oceanview has become a very heavily traveled road in the summer time. Consequently,
exiting 33rd Street is difficult during the summer months. A possible solution might be
to cut back the brush or put in a speed bump on the south side of Ocean View and 33rd
Street.

I live of N.W. 33rd. When trying to turn left onto Ocean View Road, it is impossible
to see traffic coming from the left, unless one is in the middle of Ocean View looking
to the left. This is a real hazard and something should be done before we have a bad
accident. Please do SOMETHING!

My wife and I both agree about the dangerous blind T-Section of the N.W. OverView
Dive and N.W. 33rd Place. We have had our share of close calls. [I’ve seen drivers fly
by and absolutely not pay attention to the remote possibility one might be pulling out of
33rd Place.



I don’t know this reason, but drivers use this stretch of N.W. OceanView Drive as if it
were a takeoff ramp for launching into space. The 25 mph speed limits post no threat
and is completely ignored from the north end. The blind driveway post should be an
option for consideration to warn drivers that "Blind Curve” is implied and to proceed
with caution. I hope something is done before someone gets seriously hurt.

['am a resident of N.W. 33rd Place and wish to express my concern about the hazards
of turning onto N.W OceanView Drive when looking to the south. Because of the
embankment, trees, and shrubs, one has to pull out further into the oncoming lane to see.
From the north, traffic comes up over the hill suddenly and much faster than the speed
limit allows -- making left turns rather dangerous. I feel that a two-way mirror at this
location would help tremendously.

This survey was distributed in the City water bill through four separate mailings (dividing the
city into four areas). It was distributed to a total of (2475 plus last cycle) over a
four-week period June/July 1995, with a total of 583 responses.

1. The key overall issue was consistently congestion on Hwy 101 by a wide margin. A

desire for more transit (primarily local service) and alternate routes for north/south
traffic were also leading issues. Each cycle was compiled separately, so categories
vary between cycles.

Other issues include parking, aesthetics, one-way grid, truck traffic, specific
intersections, safety, timing of lights, strip development and many more.

There is no question that people believe congestion is a problem (520 respondents,
about 90%).

It builds on the LOW level improvements, adding connections between
local streets, a transit “hub,” widened sections of Highways 101 and 20, and an alternative local
north/south route for traffic east of Hwy. 101. You can also expect improved parking and mobility at
Bayfront and better access at Agate Beach through traffic circulation and management techniques.
This plan covers most of the major traffic needs of the future, with the exception of a bridge. Under
the MIDDLE Alternative, approximately 15-20% of the principal arterials would become overly
congested or gridlocked by the year 2016.

The HIGH Alternative includes “the works” - all of the above, plus: Complete bike and pedestrian
networks, a longer local alternative north/south route, street realignments and connectors, AND a
new, low-profile bridge. In the year 2016, 95% of the principal arterials would achieve a stable flow
of traffic (with better ratings than today).
