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From the Winner:

Mine has mostly been a solitary effort because of COVID. But there are many
way folks can be involved in community improvement projects. I recommend
that they begin by talking to their neighbors, or their extended community –
be it a church, neighborhood or business community – to find out what
improvements they would like to see in their area. Then do something. Start
small if need be. One person can be an example, and two or more can become
a movement. I used to teach Community Development classes in the Urban
Planning Program at Portland State, and one of the articles I used for my class
really stuck with me. It was called the “broken window” theory, formulated by
James Wilson. The idea was that one broken window, unattended, reflects on
the community as a place where folks don’t care about their environment. So
one broken window led to two, then to general degradation of the area. The
author’s theory applied to crime prevention primarily, but I think it applies to
all matters of neighborhood livability. So when I began to see a proliferation
of discarded masks and wipes all over my neighborhood, I saw it not just as a
health hazard, but as a potential indicator of neighborhood blight. What
started small – cleaning up the playground by my house so that kids could
play safely, grew to my daily walks in my neighborhood and on the beach to
pick up all sorts of trash. Nothing heroic about this, it was just my way of
taking charge of my own life, so as not to feel powerless in the fact of a
pandemic and the fear and disorder associated it. I wanted to focus on the
positives of my community and do what I could do as an individual to
maintain, as much as possible, all the good qualities of our Newport
community.

I would encourage others to get involved somehow in something they care
about. Folks can seek out and join an existing group, or start their own. It
could be picking up trash, it could be tutoring kids or adults, or it could be
organizing neighborhood food drives. There is a lot of need, especially now,
in our community so talk to your neighbors, or your faith community, to
explore what you can do together. You can do a lot.

The best way for a rural community to maintain an adequate number of
primary care providers is to “grow your own”. Samaritan leadership, the PCHD
Board of Directors and I have advocated for a family practice training program
in Lincoln County. As of this year, with help from the State or Oregon,we have
started one, with the first group graduating in 3 1/2 years. This has been one of
my priorities.
 

The problem of a secure and resilient water supply for the hospital in the event
of a natural disaster needs a solution. The Health District is dealing with the
problem by construction, with the City of Newport’s help, a dedicated water
tank to meet these needs. This has been the subject of a recent OPB article.
This is one of my pet projects. We (myself and the PCHD Board of Directors)
have also facilitated getting the new walk-in clinic open 1-2 years ahead of
Samaritan's original schedule.
